1) Guadal est, Fuente del r2o0 Algar (Algar river source)

Located 25 km from Altea, is the village of Guadalest. Occupying one of the most stunning positions in

Spain, this small village is precariously perched on the pinnacle of a granite mountain, giving fabulous

views across the valley carved out by the River from which the village takes its name. Getting to

Guadalest by the twisting road that climbs ever upwadls, is almost as spectacular as the position of the

village, but the breathtaking views make the drive worthwhile even for the more nervous passengers!

Guadalest has plenty of museums, to learn more about its history, little crafts shops and places to buy

souvenirs. The visit through the tunnel to the village is definitely worthwhile as the castle tour takes in

the dungeon and offers fantastic views across the valley from cobbled footpaths and lookout points.

Las Fuentes del Algar lie 3 km from the centrebCallosade n Sarri . The ecol ogical wealth of this natural
setting has been well conserved. The visit contains a 1.5 km circuit that follows the river Algdicaved in

Arabic), during which visitors will see the karstic limestone landscape.

2) La Vila Joiosa, Altea, beach

From Villajoyosa (La Vila Joiosa), also known as "La Vila", one can see the peaks of the sierras of Aitana

and Puig Campana, a natural barrier that sheltes the region from northern winds, making the

temperatures of this area very pleasant all year round.

The walled historic quarter has a gorgeous shore, lined with colourful houses, designed that way so that

sailors could spot them from their ships. Thepas h church of Nuestra Sefora de Asunci-n is a Gothic
building that preserves an interesting Baroque reredos. In the afternoon, a visit to the port will provide

the opportunity to experience the lively auctions of fish and seafood caught during the day. Lal& has

three kilometres and a half worth of beaches with crystal waters. The chocolate industry in Villajoyosa is

as famous as it is ancient. The local factories gladly open their doors to travellers visiting the city.

The dome of Al t etanhite gdometricahdesigh, is ore ofthe symbolic images of the

Costa Blanca. Altea is situated on a hill whose peak rises above the wHited parish church. The

magnificently jumbled and cluttered centre of the Old Town provides Altea with a speciat har m. Al t eaEs
peacefulness and tranquillity have made it a paradise for artists and craftsmen and their shops and stalls

are scattered throughout the Old Town Centre.

of 500 different marine species amongst which can be found sharks, Beluga whales, walruses, sea lions,
penguins and manta rays inhabit nine underwater towers that, structured in two levels, represent the
most emblematic ecosystems of thdgmet.

The park, created as a great leisure, training and research centre, is structured into ten great areas. The
marine areas reflect the Mediterranean habitats, the polar oceansthe Arctic and the Antarctic, the
islands, the tropical seas, the tempeta seas and the Red Sea. Moreover, the park also has a spectacular
dolphinarium, an auditorium - within which one can find the Red Sea aquarium with an area for the
mangrove swamps and another for the marshlands, and different garden areas, with more th&0
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different plant species.

8) Tomatina de Bunyol

One day in August the streets of a small town close to Valencia run with the juice of thousands of
squashed tomatoes.

The fiBattle of the Tomatoe started in 1945 when a group of young people began to throw tomatoes from
a near vegetables stall at their enemies. Later, the forces of law came to arrest the troublemakers and, as
a result, the battle was ended. One year latewhen that August Wednesday came, the village young
people went to the square taking tomatoes with them. Again the forces of law intervened to curb what
popularly was known some years later afiLa Tomatinao. Although the authorities opposition somehow it
kept on being celebrated.

Nowadays the whole hour of entertainment and being pelted with tomatoes has mafilea Tomatinao one

of the most important parties with the highest international tourist attraction in Valencia andSpain.

15) MARQ Archaeology Museum

Created in 1932, this museum was originally located in the Provincial Council building. In 2002 it was
transferred to the former site of the San Juan de Dios provincial hospital.

Visitors to this highly innovative and visual museum can enjoy an avargarde approach to archaeology
supported by modern audiovisual techniques.

Its exhibits stretch from the Palaeolithic through to Contemporary Modern Culture, tracing the history of
Alicante.

16) MUBAG, Gravina Fine Arts Museum

This museum occupies the 18th century Gravina Palace, which once belongedte Count of Lumiares
and housed the Provincial Archives. It exhibits works owned by the Provincial Council of Alicante, with
collections comprising works of art created in Alicante from the Middle Ages through to the early 20th
century.
